Technology is becoming an essential part of education at Vietham Australia International
School (VAS). VAS strives to be at the forefront of innovative and exciting technological
changes that enhance our students learning experiences and develop the quality of education
offered at VAS. To be able to live, learn, and work successfully in our information-rich
society, VAS students must be able to utilize technology effectively.

With many students owning mobile computing devices and frequently using these devices
for their school work while at home, VAS has recognized the need to allow its students to
utilize their own technology in a more seamless way at school. In an effort to put students
at the center and empower them to take control of their own learning, VAS will allow
students to use their personal laptop for educational use while at school through a project
called “Bring Your Own Device” (BYOD). We launched the BYOD project for all students
of Grade 9 to Grade 12 in School Year 2016 - 2017. Accordingly, students bring their own
device to school during their lessons. In order to ensure that the project is successful, we
need to have the input from our students and their parents, and have everyone on board and
working together.
